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IRM Announces Student Awards

To compete for the award, the six students who achieved the highest marks in the examinations for the Diploma were required to produce a 1,000 word submission on key risk management issues for the Gulf economies. The entries were then judged by a panel consisting of IRM and Business Resilience Europe representatives, and the top three candidates were also interviewed about their submissions.  

IRM Chief Executive Steve Fowler said: “Maria’s excellent submission displayed the wide range of the academic and practical skills required to manage risk today. As always with our Diploma students, there was a very high standard of entries from all entrants.”
